Vincent went to Paris, where he came into contact with various Impressionists and
Divisionists, such as Monet, Degas, Renoir, Seurat.

In 1888. He lived in the famous “Yellow House” where he invited friends to join him,
such as Gauguin.

In 1890. He committed suicide by shooting himself.
